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Free entrance The questions that keep arising are: How can 
one fi gure inhabit this immense space? How to 
approach this architecture as an envelope, just as 
clothing envelops the body?

This succession of staged improvisations responds 
to the workshop’s focus on how clothing/costume 
relates to identity. Vida is exploring the transitions, 
juxtapositions, and discrepancies between 
nearness and distance. The audience is invited 
to move throughout the space to experience the 
performance from different viewpoints—to see the 
work both as a tableau from afar and as detailed, 
intimate scenes. 

Vida Simon’s work incorporates drawing, writing, found/
hand-crafted objects, sound, and movement, combined to 
form in situ installations and performances. Much of her work 
plays with scale extremes, through projected drawings or 
situating the body in relation to miniature worlds. Drawing 
live often plays a central role in her performances, as a 
way of foregrounding ephemeral gestures, materiality, and 
embodiment. Collaborating with other artists is an integral 
part of Vida’s practice. 

Her work has been presented internationally, in a wide 
range of contexts—galleries, hotel rooms, people’s homes, 
storefront windows, theatres, and rooftops. In 2010 it 
will be exhibited at Artspace (Peterborough), At Home 
Gallery (Slovakia), Galerie Articule (Montréal), Trafi cArt 
(Saguenay), Interazzioni Performance Festival (Italy), and 
the Turbine Giswil International Performance Art Festival 
(Switzerland).
